This is a variation on apple brown
Betty and is good for using up all
those surplus pears or cooking
apples that are around at this time of
year.

Pear chocolate Betty

1kg pears, peeled, quartered
and cored - you can go more
traditional and use cooking
apples if you have them but
pear and chocolate makes a
great combination

30g butter

125g soft white breadcrumbs
759 light soft brown sugar
100g good-quality dark
chocolate, chopped (or you
can use chocolate chips)
759 butter, melted

3 tbsp golden syrup

Double cream to serve

Preheat the oven to 190C/gas
mark 5. Cut the pears into
large chunks and put them in a
pan with the butter. Add a
couple of tablespoons of water
and allow them to soften
slightly over a medium heat,
shaking them around in the
pan frequently. How long this
takes depends on the ripeness
of your pears — it might be
about 10 minutes. When they
are soft and still holding their
shape, but not soggy, tip them
into a 1.5-litre shallow baking
dish.
For the topping, mix the
breadcrumbs, sugar and
chocolate together and scatter
it over the pears. Now add the
melted butter to the golden
syrup in a pan and heat until
blended, then pour the mixture
carefully over the crumbs,
taking care to cover all areas.
Bake for 35 minutes, by
which time the topping should
be gooey, yet crisp and
deliciously golden. Serve with
double cream.
